Standardised tests indicate that the ability of the
pupils is above the national average.

Pupils’ Needs

The number of pupils requiring support for
special educational needs and/or disabilities
(SEND) is 100. Two of these pupils have a
statement of special educational needs or an
education, health and care (EHC) plan. They
require support with specific individual learning
difficulties such as dyslexia, autism spectrum
disorder, visual and hearing impairments and
processing skills. Fifty-seven pupils have English
as an additional language (EAL), two of whom
receive support.

History of the School

Stockport Grammar School is a selective
independent day school, which was established in
1487 as a school for boys. It moved to its current
site in 1916, and became co-educational in 1980.

Ownership and Governing Structure

The school is a charitable trust, administered by a
board of governors.

School Structure

Stockport Grammar School admits boys and girls
into its senior school from local maintained and
independent primary schools, principally at the
age of eleven. There are six or seven forms of
entry each year. There are 527 pupils in Key Stage

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About the Inspection

The registration authority for independent schools is the Department for Education (DfE), which directs
inspection according to a specified frequency or at any time where the DfE has particular concerns about a
school. The Independent Schools Inspectorate (ISl) is the body approved by the Secretary of State for the
purpose of inspecting schools which are, or whose heads are, in membership of the associations which
form the Independent Schools Council (ISC) and reporting on the extent to which they meet the
Independent School Standards (“the standards”) in the Schedule to the Education (Independent School
Standards) Regulations 2014. Accordingly, inspection records whether the school meets each of these
standards, which are arranged in eight Parts, each of which is divided into separate paragraphs.

SUMMARY EVALUATION

The school meets the standards in the schedule to the Education (Independent School
Standards) Regulations 2014, and no further action is required as a result of this inspection.

Results in GCSE examinations have been above the national average. Results in IGCSE examinations have
been higher than worldwide norms. Results in A-Level examinations have been above the national average
for sixth formers in maintained schools.

The curriculum is documented, supported by appropriate plans and schemes of work for the pupils and
covers the required breadth of material. The teaching enables pupils to make good progress, encompasses
effective behaviour management and is supported by suitable resources. A suitable framework for the
assessment of pupil performance is in place.

The standards relating to the quality of education [paragraphs 1 - 4] are met.

PART 2

Spiritual, moral, social and cultural development of pupils

Principles and values are actively promoted which facilitate the personal development of pupils as
responsible, tolerant, law-abiding citizens.

Arrangements are made to safeguard and promote the welfare of pupils by means that pay due regard to
current statutory guidance; good behaviour is promoted; bullying is prevented so far as reasonably
practicable; health and safety requirements are met, including those relating to fire safety; provision is
made for first aid.

They observed a sample of the extra-curricular activities that occurred during the
inspection period, and attended registration sessions and assemblies. Inspectors visited the facilities for
sick or injured pupils. The responses of parents and pupils to pre-inspection questionnaires were analysed,
and the inspectors examined regulatory documentation made available by the school.
